a. Comprehensive Safety Action Plan (CSAP) — Kim shared the top 6 strategies identified in
the CSAP that relate to the purpose of Drive Safe SG County. These strategies will ensure
we make progress towards reducing serious injury and fatal crashes in the region.

Coordinate with KDOT to administer annual safety grants funded by the state
that are targeted at behavioral safety projects

Develop a fatal crash review committee

Form & facilitate a Regional Safety Coalition [ICT Safe Coalition] to promote
transportation safety in the region

Conduct high-visibility law enforcement campaigns to deter aggressive
driving/speeding on high-crash corridors

b. Drive Safe Sedgwick County: Focus Areas & Projects

The group discussed possible ideas for the future. Continue efforts to build “Fans
With A Plan”, but also expand to other related areas. Rosa suggested that we be
more intentional in engaging the Hispanic and refugee communities. Daniel
mentioned that we should try to work on social norming, beyond basic
education/awareness campaigns. Ingrid suggested that we could share a brief
survey with members to gain additional feedback.

c. Proposed New Structure — After meeting with several committee members and reviewing
the purpose and goals of our various traffic-related groups that meet quarterly, Kim
recommended a new structure that will better support and engage the members. The ICT
Safe Coalition could serve as the overarching coalition with Drive Safe SG and the Active
Transportation groups working as committees. During the 1.5 hour ICT Safe Coalition
meetings, the committees can breakout into separate virtual rooms to work on activities,
and then re-join the main group. This allows for better resource sharing, engagement and
reduces the number of meetings for members serving on several groups.
